· March 05th, 2015 – March 10th, 2015 – The total number of Calls for Service and Officer initiated activity was “36”. Therefore, the monthly reporting will always be for the previous month.

FINANCE 
· Staff contacted our recently resigned City Planner and she agreed to review three sets of plans that were recently turned in for new home construction.  Building permits cannot be issued until the plans have been reviewed for compliance with City and State codes.  We are hoping to have a replacement planner soon.

· Tetra Tech is finishing up with a few minor revisions to the RFP for the WWTP.  It should be back to USDA soon for their final review and approval.

· Finance Director and the Police Chief have begun going over possible suggested revisions to the Vernonia Police Association contract due for renewal in July.   The goal is to have a contract that is fair to the employees while keeping the budget constraints in mind.

· Finance Director continued work on the budget draft for the 2015-2016 fiscal year.  Department heads will have their budget requests in sometime next week and then the final draft should be ready soon after.
Public Works.
· Public Works staff pumped out Airport Park restrooms. This can now be done with the Cities street sweeper vactor truck. Last year staff cleared and removed brush from behind restroom so that our truck is able to get to the access hatches. This saves $500 in outside pumping costs.

· Staff installed the Lake pump. Extra hours were spent on installation in hopes that there will be less staff time this year dealing with minor issues that kept coming up causing pump to shut down last year.

· Staff completed some more maintenance at the water plant which included cleaning out the back wash basin. The back wash basin keeps the settled solids from the water plant from being discharged back into Rock Creek.

· Public Works received an award for maintaining the weather station at Vernonia for 50 years. Current staff has been maintaining the weather station since 1996. The weather station gives the high and low temperature of the day and total rainfall for a 24 hr. period. This information is then downloaded and sent to the national weather service.

· Monthly water samples were collected and taken to the lab for testing. 

· Staff removed the water meter and disconnected the water service to the old senior center in preparation for demolition.
Library
· Friends of the Library have been setting up for the Spring Booksale this week.  Booksale is Friday, March 13, 10 am – 7 pm and Saturday, March 14, 10 am – 4 pm at the Vernonia Library. The change is to accommodate the schedules of children who attend preschool and Head Start throughout the week.  The Library Director did a special story time at Head Start on Tuesday to spread the news about new story time days.
